            Preserving Heritage / Character: 

¶ Would like to see all grade 2 and above preserved well and grade 2 buildings as well 
where possible 
 

¶ Upton ï preservation of petrol pumps and Old Blacksmith building to be preserved 
 

¶ Buildings of historical importance to the parish should be preserved ï even if not 
historically important in national sense 
 

¶ Look after the old buildings and preserve / care for them 
 

¶ Preserving the heritage of the villages is vital; however, the village hall in Sheepy is 
no longer fit for purpose.  Parking is inadequate and the layout isnôt great.  A new 
village hall with parking and a small shop   
 

¶ I love our church and listed buildings and would like our village to be preserved, and 
not over developed, as that could affect schooling.  Any more buildings must 
incorporate a shop 
 

¶ Villages like Sheepy are few and far between, all of the old buildings must be 
preserved.  People love the village just as it is 
 

¶ We have a very varied group of buildings within the parish which should definitely be 
preserved for posterity 
 

¶ I believe the architecture and heritage of the neighbourhood needs to be preserved 
 

¶ Sheepy has a number of historic buildings remaining, it is important that these are 
maintained and not drastically altered in order to preserve their appearance 
 

¶ The aging buildings in the parish should be preserved in order to maintain the identity 
of the village.  It was a great shame that the shop was demolished and replaced so 
recently altering the feature aspect of the centre of the village 
 

¶ We need to preserve our old houses and not ruin our village by over development 
 

¶ Most important that we preserve our history and heritage in the parish 
 

¶ It is important to preserve the heritage of local listed buildings whilst being sensitive 
to the needs of the owners of these buildings and their need to modernise. 
 

¶ Agree with above .. private ownership can be too, in danger of crippling change 
 

¶ The character of the village could easily be ruined by over development and the 
traffic that goes with it.  Also need to consider wildlife!! 
 

¶ New buildings should echo historical make up of villages 
 

¶ Need to keep character of village by looking after all buildings, but also buildings 
alone donôt make a village, need to protect green areas / trees too!  Need both to 
keep the village lovely 
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¶ We should support our old buildings and heritage they are an important part of our 
heritage 
 

¶ Improve protection from flooding  
 

¶ All efforts should be made to maintain the strong village feel even though Sheepy is 
growing 
 

¶ Apply for new bridge to be erected over River Sence at or near the church 
 

Historical knowledge / Education: 

¶ Sheepy local history society now has archives of documents, maps, photoôs,

¶ There are Badgers, Otters and Foxes on Watery Lane 
 

¶ Sheepy Glade a great asset and all footpaths around the village 
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¶ Habitat for wildlife is great here.  We have to preserve it.   
 

¶ Walks around the area are fantastic.  We need to preserve these.  They are all used 
frequently by walkers 
 

¶ Like small friendly community rural aspects! 
 

¶ Like the walks around the area, these should be preserved.  Way Markers are great 
 

¶ Love Sheepy Glade, letôs get bird boxes up in there! 
 

¶ We are lucky to live in such a lovely place, with nice walks and plentiful wildlife.  It 
should be a priority to keep the village small enough to keep it that way  
 

¶ The Glade is a great environmental asset to the village 
 
 

NOT LIKE ABOUT SHEEPY PARISH 

¶ Despite there being many bins for dog poo round the village, the park and tracks 
around the field are disgusting.  Owners seem to think because they are not on 
footpaths that this is ok. 
 

¶ Educate the dog owners further about clearing up after nature calls their dog.  We do! 
ï a dog owner 
 

¶ Dog fouling is still in existence 
 

¶ Naming and shaming of persistent dog owners 
 

¶ We did have lots of badgers but some have been poisoned so it seems and left by 
the roadside to indicate road kill ï outrageous! 
 

¶ Sheepy is in a designated Bio Diversity Improvement Area.  In the past this does not 
seem to have been acknowledged by the Borough Council.  Do not like that the 
wildlife has suffered 
 

¶ Dislike the solar farms 
 

¶ We donôt need any more houses taking up grade A farmland 
 
 

WOULD LIKE TO SEE 
Heritage / Character: 

¶ There are other areas of ancient pasture that should be noted and recorded.  
Woodland areas should be developed.  Ancient ponds restored 

 

¶ Any further housing development in Upton should be in keeping with existing OLDER 
buildings NOT modern design 
 

¶ The parish is defined by its rural character which should be preserved and 
encouraged 

 

¶ Ensure the universal rural environmental aesthetic view is protected and maintained 
(especially if tree/hedgerow die back continues ï all in line/tandem with new building 
development ideas 
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Light pollution: 

¶ Reduce light pollution in countryside ï security lights pointing down, etc  
 

¶ Reduce urban light pollution 
 

¶ It would be nice to see less littering/more done about it especially on roads such as 
the one that goes from Sheepy to Twycross 
 
Trees: 

¶ Plant more trees and coppice areas to improve air quality 
 

¶ Do we need more trees? Yes! 
 

¶ Encourage planting of tree corridors along roads and hedges 
 
Wildlife: 

¶ Identify and promote wildlife conservation areas 
 

¶ Maintain/improve areas for wildlife ï natural corridors to allow movement 
 

¶ Hedgerows to be maintained to encourage wildlife and not pulled out.  Gaps should 
be re-planted 
 

¶ Designate special areas where wildlife can be allowed to thrive.  Signpost them.  
Generally a sense of identity 
 

¶ Keep hedges / trees lining fields for wildlife / foods and nice views 
 

¶ New areas of wildlife could be the disused pond / pit / hollow, be cleared for wildlife 
that lies at the back of Parkinsons Farm. 
 

¶ Wildflower areas would be nice.   
 

¶ Four or Five years ago a pair of Red kites were observed along Wellsborough Road 
out of Sheepy.  Havenôt been sited since.  I visit my field most days.  Swallows / 
Sparrows prolific in field outside 126.  Will be interesting to see if they return this 
year, their nesting place has disappeared. Other neighbourhoods have included 
wildlife corridors 
 

¶ The wildlife and óGreeneryô needs to be preserved within the local area.  It is one of 
the best things in the area and would be spoiled by development 
 

¶ Take care and protect the wild areas in the village including the Glade.  This is a 
great asset as is the playing field and field adjacent to Oakfield Way 
 

¶ Consideration should be given to extending areas like Sheepy Glade which has 
successfully attracted two species of woodpecker and five species of the Tit family 
 

¶ This surely needs support of landowners to put up areas for biodiversity.  Our 
Sheepy Glade has been a success 
 

¶ Environmental surveys should be carried out periodically to record changes in wildlife 
populations 
 

¶ Do not build in Sheepy magna fields, the wildlife and views here are amazing

Agriculture: 

¶ Maintain agricultural use of the farmland surrounding the villages.  This is a rural 
parish and needs to be kept as one 
 

¶ Do not encroach on farmland 
 

¶ There is no more land suitable for development.  We must not build on the fields 
behind the church and playing field.  Farming is heritage and environment. 
 

            Walks: 

¶ Walks around the parish must be protected as this is essential for our children, 
health, well being and dog owners 
 

¶ The parish council should designate parishioners to walk footpaths and keep them 
open and visible 
 

¶ Field walks to be maintained i.e. the fields at the back of the houses on the left hand 
side coming from Atherstone

            Other: 

¶ Allowing Sheepy will continue to grow, efforts to keep the pleasant environment and 
ecology óNo matter whatô 

 

¶ Restrict building in the fields 
 

¶ Educational needs ï nature trails etc.  Future of the environment depends on us! 
 

¶ Supportive of designated areas especially linked with flood control 
 

¶ Not sure why the pasture land is species poor.  Canôt we do anything to improve this, 
a lot of people try to do it in their own gardens.  Involve RSPB etc? 
 

¶ We would improve our carbon footprint by having a shop!   
 

¶ We have lots of Starlings and Sparrows around here which are on the RSPB óAt Riskô 
list.  If you build on the fields, these will disappear 

 

¶ Would like to see the brook in Sheepy Glade regularly maintained 
 

¶ Considering traffic and buildings, no building in established nature areas!

LIKE ABOUT SHEEP PARISH 

¶ Drainage plan already put into place has been extremely effective and very much 
appreciated 
 

¶ Villagers in Sibson put their own money into dredging the river Sence (flood zone 3).  
This has reduced flooding and waterlogged fields 
 
 

NOT LIKE ABOUT SHEEPY PARISH 

¶ If the recent amount of rain falling on Cumbria fell on Sheepy how well would the 
current flood model hold up in Sheepy? 

 

¶ I have been refused home insurance due to proximity of river though it is no risk to 
my house 
 

¶ Is the bridge opposite the church safe?  I believe this may accentuate the flooding.   
By the pub as well? 
 

¶ Sibson floods too! 
 

¶ Surface water issues on Long Row, Sheepy.  Road CANNOT take surface water 
from both directions ï drains get full ï water floods Long Row cottages.  Further hard 
standing development, etc, would make this worse.  Local knowledge NOT taken into 
consideration when new developments put in.  

 
WOULD LIKE TO SEE IMPROVED 

Flood Plains: 

¶ Stop any development on floodplains in village 
 

¶ Donôt build on floodplains! 
 

¶ No building on flood plains 
 

¶ Flooding ï the council will build on flood plains regardless of historical flooding.  
Again the planning committee has its own agenda and is hand in glove with big 
business 
 

¶ Do not build on flood plains and allow farmers to dredge the river or a cost effective 
and obvious solution to flooding.  Ensure any new development respects the flood 
plains/sewerage, etc 
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¶ Do not build on flood plains (obvious!)  Dredge the river and ditches 
 

¶ Do not build new houses on flood plains OR areas affected eg. fields behind the 
estate behind the Black Horse.  Huge amounts of soil are washed off during heavy 
rain. 
 

¶ No building on flood zones 
 

¶ No building on flood plains 
 

¶ Do not build on flood plain and keep rivers clear of debris 
 

¶ No new builds on areas that are prone to flooding! 
 

¶ Prevent building on floodplains 
 

¶ No new building on floodplains but also not within a reasonable further distance (ie. 
flooding will get worse) 
 

¶ Stop development on upstream floodplains that affect village 
 

¶ New building should not be allowed on ANY land that is liable to flood 
 

¶ Do not build on flood plains!  We need the fields to draw down the water!  Ensure 
rivers are kept clear.  Recent works have made a huge difference! 
1.  Are the drains able to cope with runoff water?  2.  Dredging is not always the 
answer ï just take the reeds from the middle of the river and keep flow clear.  3.  
Continuously remove debris and obstacles reducing the flow 
 

¶ Need to consider how housing development will affect the villages.  The flood plains 
should be preserved 
 

¶ No more house building on flood zones but find ways of holding water back with a 
slow release flood plains, water meadows, etc 
 

¶ Good planning and design needed for homes built on flood plain.  Consider what will 
happen WHEN it floods and design the property to cope 
 

¶ Building on the flood plain ï just make sure floor level is above the flood level.  
Problem solved people do this elsewhere 
 
Dredging: 

¶ Regular dredging of watercourses is essential to prevent flooding (ref. Cumbria-
Cockermouth) 
 

¶ Keep dredging the river to prevent future problems 
 

¶ Keep on top of dredging the river so we do not experience floods obstructing the 
main road as before  
 

¶ Keep dredging the river could not agree more yes!!!! 
 

¶ Dredging of rivers so important and no building on flood plains 
 

¶ Ditches to be cleaned out regularly to prevent flooding 
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¶ Regular waterway maintenance to prevent flooding 
 

¶ Keeping on top of dredging the river 
 

¶ Dredging of river needs to be kept up 
 

¶ Does dredging actually work as it speeds the flow of water?  We need the flood 
plains to flood! 
 

¶ Randall field overflow from river at old mill should be cleaned out to relieve water in 
village 
 
Trees: 

¶ More tree planting and bushes to ñsoak upò water! 
 

¶ More tree planting where possible.  Helps protect the land 
 

¶ Grow trees to drink floods and do not build more housing 
 

¶ Plant more trees to slow the water down ï fast flowing water causes more damage 
than slow moving 

 

¶ The neighbourhood plan will need to consider a. Siting of new buildings b. Plan for 
tree planting near rivers in order to absorb excess water 
 
Meadows / Grass:

¶ Big concerns regarding small narrow pathway outside Sheepy Lodge combined with 
speeding large lorries/HGVôs.  I have a 2 year old and really fear walking due to 
speed and size of traffic  
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Parking: 

¶ Street parking in recent years has spoilt the aesthetics of the Sibson village.  Causes 
hazard 

 
Dangerous Junctions: 

¶ Sibson/Sheepy is used as short cut by parcel vehicles ï UPS especially.  Dangerous 
exit from Sibson onto A444 

 

¶ Turning into Sibson from A444 is very dangerous ï someone drove into the back of 
me! 

 

¶ Sheepy-Cross Hands used as shortcuts ï worse at night! 
 

¶ Something should be done about crossroads at Pinwall ï before a major accident 
occurs.  Used to be a roundabout which would resolve the issue 
 
HGVôs: 

¶ Large lorries through the village are a problem 
 

¶ Traffic horrendous ï including large lorries  
 

¶ Large lorries have started to use the village as a ócut throughô causing noise and 
pollution.

The 
properties being built are 3, 4, 5 bedroom, with no affordable first time buyer 
dwellings.  The young have to leave the parish to rent or get on the property ladder. 
 

¶ Affordable housing that is aimed at residents and their families ï many would like to 
stay in the village but cannot afford to buy.  (Thinking of children of villagers and 
couples who do not have kids) 
 

¶ Flats/small houses in Sheepy, always plans for affordable/normal 2/3/4 bed houses.  
What about for a single person, who wants to stay in village?  Only wants 1 bed!! 
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¶ Affordable housing was meant for ex-Sheepy residents or siblings of Sheepy 
residents to remain in the village.  They should remain in the spirit of this and not be 
used to make a profit later on 
 

¶ Need one bedroom part rent/part buy to enable youngsters to get on property ladder 
and stay in village ï too many big houses 
 

¶ More affordable housing required, but attention must be given to sighting in relation 
to existing properties 
 

¶ Affordable housing  
 

¶ Not affordable housing but low cost for people in the parish who want to stay but 
cannot afford it 
 

¶ Affordable housing for younger occupants of the village.  Not everybody wants 4+ 
bed houses and not everybody has a well paid job to pay the inflated housing prices! 
 

¶ Young adults are unable to afford properties in villages losing this generation from 
our community 
 

¶ Think there is a need for smaller, cheaper housing for young people and older who 
want to downsize 
 

¶ Supportive of small-scale development throughout the parish ï that is thoughtfully 
executed e.g. small, in-keeping with existing development and rural surroundings, 
that is environmentally ï friendly (low carbon footprint), good quality and suits small 
and young families as well as empty nesters ï needs to be affordable 
 

¶ No new affordable housing unless for use of residents children/oaps.  We do not 
need more people with low incomes moving in! 
 
In keeping: 

¶ New builds should be of designs in keeping with local properties and of equal scale.  
Brownfield Sites should be exhausted before Greenfield sites are considered 
 

¶ All new build must be in character with the existing buildings 
 

¶ Development to be in keeping ï no Greenfield building 
 

¶ New builds should fit the character of existing buildings ï re-develop unsightly areas 
 

¶ Any new houses should be in keeping with existing buildings and linked to 
community needs. 
 

¶ Any developments need to be in keeping with the character of the parish 
 

¶ Maintain the character of our hamlets/villages 
 

¶ Future housing developments need to be sustainable for the village to maintain its 
character.  Not too many! 
 

¶ Building needs to be in the style of the village regardless of size 
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¶ Developments need to be small and segregated to keep the appeal of the small 
village lifestyle and community.  Estate style developments are not in keeping with 
the area.  Develop the country lifestyle 

 

¶ Development should be spread between the villages so they all maintain their 
character.  A small amount of development in keeping with existing style of village 
should be allowed in all villages so the existing facilities can cope 

 

¶ The countryside of the local area needs to be preserved and maintained.  I would not 
like any more housing developments 

 

¶ Build in areas that do not compromise the feel and character of the village.  House 
design must be in keeping with the vernacular 

 
Dwelling Type: 

¶ 3 small terraces that have just been built on a brown field site at the side of my house 
were very quickly bought by young couples, 2 pair locals and one a singleton coming 
to work in the area.  Shows a need for this size of dwelling  
 

¶ Family homes should be encouraged with ensuing facilities such as the school, pub 
and church can be mentioned 

 

¶ Flats could be built (similar style to Market Bosworth Pipistrele Drive?) in a pleasant 
small at front development with managed grounds.  Good for older people, 
manageable (younger people around) and good for 20-40 year olds who want to stay 
in village.  A lot of people in village know each other, a way of keeping community 
together  
 

¶ Flats/maisonettes not appropriate in village environment if built as new.  Perhaps 
some larger properties could be converted into flats as at the Old Rectory 

 

¶ Two storey flats.  If you must build houses very small development.  Need communal 
park areas as well 

 

¶ More understanding from other residents.  Flats could be built for people without 
family so they do not have to move out of village! 
 

¶ Sheltered housing? X 2  
 

¶ More homes for óretireesô and homes for first time buyers 
 

¶ Sheltered housing or retirement housing for residents wanting to ñdownsizeò but not 
have to leave the village ï bungalows? 

 
Restrict / Control: 

¶ Sheepy has already provided more than its fair share of new housing.  The plan 
should severely restrict further new builds 
 

¶ New builds only within existing geographic footprint.  No sprawl into unspoilt 
countryside 

 

¶ No Greenfield site building 
 

¶ Restrict housing development within village boundaries to maintain views and 
heritage 
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¶ We do not need any more housing in Sheepy.  Build onto the towns and city brown 
sites instead.  Do not build on the fields 

 

¶ All villages take a share of housing new builds not just Sheepy 
 

¶ Any future housing should be infill if possible.  School already at capacity but 
catchment children come first, if those from Atherstone can no longer get a 
place/sibling place, so be it.  Local school for locals only 
 

¶ Housing control needs to be maintained, the latest development is where the village 
wants it, provided we control this, then we will maintain a level of village feel, lose it 
and its gone! 
 

¶ No building in Oakfield Way.  I totally agree! 
 

¶ I would not like more houses in the countryside 
 

¶ No large estates keep to 2/3 on a plot 
 

¶ New estates should be extended if houses have to go somewhere 
 

¶ Communal ógrassyô areas and no large scale development in the village only

green fields

Any 
future houses need more infrastructure to be undertaken

people need to understand what they actually are.  Yes, there are a lot of large 
houses ï should they be knocked down to make way for smaller houses
